HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

In consideration of the receipt of permission from the U.S. Cavalry Association and the National Cavalry Competition for me to prepare for and participate in various Cavalry competition events at Fort Reno and El Reno, Oklahoma, between 16 September and 19 September 2026, I hereby  agree to release the United States Cavalry Association, El Reno, USDA and their employees, event organizers, staff and volunteers from any and all claims and demands resulting from any loss, damage, death, or injury that may arise due to my voluntary participation in these  activities. I hereby assume the risk involved with any associated activities which include, but are not limited to, inherently dangerous activities such as utilizing black powder, small arms, and sabers, and horseback riding or horse handling.

All minors (age 14-18) shall wear protective headgear (equestrian riding helmet that meets A.S.T.M. standards and is certified by SEI), and do understand that the wearing of such headgear while mounting, riding, dismounting, and otherwise being around horses, may prevent or reduce severity of some head injuries, and may even prevent death from happening as the result of a fall or other occurrence.

The volunteers, participants, riders and parents or legal guardians have inspected the premises and facilities and are satisfied that all conditions are safe for rider's intended purpose, usage and presence.

Furthermore, I hereby, for myself, my heirs, my executors, or any entity who might claim on my behalf, covenant not to sue the United States Cavalry Association, El Reno, USDA or its employees, or the event organizers, staff, or volunteers, for any claim of death or personal injury or property damage resulting from my participation in said activities.

This Release and Hold Harmless shall be legally binding upon me, the participant, and the parents or legal guardians thereof, if a minor, my heirs, estate, assigns, including all minor children, and personal representatives; and this agreement shall be interpreted according to the laws of the State of Oklahoma. Any disputes shall be litigated in, and venue shall be proper in the county in which this facility is located in the State of Oklahoma.

Oklahoma has a limited liability law that allows me to extend any waiver of liability which that law may grant. I understand I am giving up certain rights under that law by signing this agreement and that by signing this agreement I am extending the waiver of liability provisions of that law.
